1. School begins at 9.20 am
It finishes at 2.00 pm for Junior and Senior Infants and 3 pm for all other
classes. However, for the first two weeks in September all Junior Infants will
go home at 12.30 pm.

2. Infants for 2019-2020 may come to school on Friday, 14" June up to 12.30 pm to
familiarise themselves with the school, etc. No uniform is required for this day.
